* Bride and Groom will welcome everyone to their wedding (optional)
* SOLID*GOLD Dance Party ~ Begins
* Prayer/Blessing (optional)
* Dinner is served
* Give away center pieces (optional)
* "Special Dances" Father/Daughter and/or Mother/Son Dances (optional).

* Bouquet and/or Garter toss (optional)
